St Patrick’s PS Summer Scheme 2021 
 

Our school has acquired funding to run a two-week summer school from Monday 

5th July to Friday 16th July. The main purpose of the Summer Scheme is to help 

pupils make a successful return to learning in September 2021. There will be a 

focus on emotional health and wellbeing, as well as activities, which are 

interactive and fun, with plenty of scope for outside play, and for learning 

activities as and where appropriate. It is not about catch-up.   

 

The scheme is available to pupils currently in P1-P7. Unfortunately, no Nursery 

pupils are permitted to attend. 

 

The scheme is voluntary and will run from 9.30 – 2.00 each day. We intend to 

accommodate approximately 60-80 pupils. Should we be oversubscribed, we may 

need to give priority to vulnerable and disadvantaged pupils and offer part time 

attendance to others. A healthy break will be provided each day but pupils will 

need to bring a packed lunch. There will be no buses available for the scheme. 

There is no cost to parents for the scheme. A bubble approach and other 

preventative Covid 19 measures currently in use in school will also be in operation 

during the summer scheme.
